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LANGUAGE ISSUES YOUTH

This article has been created to analyze the Ukrainian language as the main factor of the unity
of the nation. The Free Ukrainian Language Course project is highlighted in this article. The
language problems of young people in Melitopol were analyzed.
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The language problem is very acute nowadays, because few people understand that the unity of
the country begins with the unity and respect of the native language.

Indeed, as Ivan Franko, the great creator of Ukrainian culture, said: "The language grows
elementarily, together with the soul of the people.” The native language is identified with the soul
of the people, the country. Thus, if the level of language is in a difficult condition, then unity and
stability cannot be expected among the people.

The purpose of our article is to introduce and attract university students to study the Ukrainian
language. By making language courses in native language for everyday communication, it will help
them learn and use the language.

In confirmation of the fact that society has long been ripe for a clear regulation of the status of
the Ukrainian language, they cite the data of sociology. In particular, the survey of the Kiev
international Institute of sociology in May 2017 shows: 64% of respondents believe that the state
should primarily support the Ukrainian language, 19% — "all languages equally”, 2% — Russian
language. First of all, Ukrainian language is determined by a single state and is equivalent to the
anthem, flag and emblem. Therefore, public humiliation or disrespect of the Ukrainian language is
the equivalent to the desecration of state symbols. The issue of minority languages, the bill does not
affect at all. Secondly, all Ukrainian citizens should have free opportunity to learn the Ukrainian
language. To obtain high positions in state, medical, educational or legal institutions, the applicant
must be fluent in the state language. Thirdly, the establishment of the National Commission for the
standards of the state language defines the spelling and standards and the Centre of the Ukrainian
language conducts examinations and issues official certificates of proficiency in state language.
Fourthly, for willful failure of the law provides for liability. To this end, the position of the
Plenipotentiary for the Protection of the State Language must be created, which will monitor the
implementation of the law and consider complaints from citizens [3].

Volunteer Movement "Great Idea™ introduced the Free Ukrainian Language Course project. It
exists for more than three years and already has 1795 graduates. Over 80 activists work for free
throughout Ukraine, promoting Ukrainian language and culture [1]. They are ready to start the
courses in any other city in Ukraine.

We found the information about the language courses in Slovakia for Ukrainians and CIS
citizens. The fact that obtaining prestigious European education at the universities of Slovakia is
now possible for everyone is not a secret. At the same time, education at a free-of-charge basis in
public institutions is offered to citizens of all countries of the post-Soviet area. But the important
thing is that for learning it is necessary to speak the Slovak language at certain, above average,
level.

Nowadays, there are courses in the Ukrainian language for persons applying for admission to
the civil service. Starting from October 10, 2018 the Institute of Philology of the Borys Grinchenko
University of Kyiv invites candidates for civil service to Ukrainian language courses. The program
of courses is designed for 30 hours and contains all the topics that are submitted for the certification
of the fluency of the state language. And that is the most important thing to obtain citizenship will
have to take an examination in the Ukrainian language. To become a Ukrainian, foreigners will
need to prove the knowledge of state power on European norms [4].

On October 4, 2018, 261 deputies voted for the draft Law "On ensuring the functioning of the
Ukrainian language as a state” (No. 5670-d) [2]. In order to find out the level of Tavria State
Agrotechnological University students readiness for linguistic reform, we conducted a survey that
included the following questions: “Do you support this project?”’; “Do you need a help in studying
Ukrainian?”’; “Could you talk Ukrainian in everyday life?”; “If the university courses will be held,
will you attend them?”. A total of 70 students were interviewed. We received not entirely
satisfactory answers. On the first question, the percentage of responses was as follows: “Yes —
45.7%”; “No — 31.5%”; “Your adjustments — 22.8%”. The second question: “Yes — 20.02%”; “No, I
have a good command — 54.28%”; “It would be interesting — 25.7%”. The third question was
answered as follows: “Usual communication — 17%”; “I will try — 40%”; “No, I do not like it —
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43%”. Fourth question: “Yes — 28.5%”; “No — 45.5%”; “Looking at what course format will be —
26%".

According to these answers, we can conclude that our students are not ready and do not want to
communicate in their native language. We agree that a language is intimately connected to a
person’s cultural identity. Although having a distinct language is not a requirement for having a
distinct culture, simply using a language associated to a specific culture or community can act as a
meaningful expression of that culture. We absolutely agree with the statement: languages reflect the
diversity that is humanity from the ways in which we connect with one another to how we use
language to express how we think about the world around us.
