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Kravets O. Practical Study of Artificial Intelligence Application in Foreign Language Learning

The article discusses the relevance of distance education as a component of the modern educational
process, which requires additional efforts from educational institutions to organise and conduct classes. It is
emphasised that distance learning actively uses digital technologies, but the difficulty lies in choosing the most
useful tools among their variety for teachers and students.
